Bell Schedule: 

Tardy Procedures: 
Students who arrive after their scheduled drop-off time, will wait 
in a designated area outside the office on a social distancing 
marker until an adult can direct them to class. Students will be 
formally marked as tardy if they arrive after the teachers open 
the classroom to students.

Student Arrival & Dismissal Procedures
Drop Off: 

● Start Time 8:05. Gates will open at 7:50 am. Gate will close at 8:10am. 

○ Parents may walk there child to the line but will be ask to leave campus once students walk to 
there class. Currently parents may not go inside to classrooms to escort their child. 

○ Students in grades TK-2 can be escorted by an adult to the appointed line-up designated area.

○ We ask that when waiting to enter our campus to please line up. 

● Parents will not be allowed to enter the building to drop off or pick up students. 

● Students will be welcomed and, if needed, will be supported 
in getting to their classroom if they arrive late. 

● Due to traffic, please allow for extra time and be patient in order for all

     students’ safety. 



Student Drop-Off and Pick-Up Procedures (continued)

Pick Up: 

● For in-person pick-up, parents may come meet the child at the designated line up in 
grades TK-3. 

● Grades 4-5 will walk out on their own. We ask that parents wait outside gate. 

● When using the pick-up loop, the student must enter 
the vehicle from the curb side. Cars are not allowed to 
park in the pick-up area.

○ Advise waiting parent/caregiver waiting in vehicle 
have the child’s seat cleared and ready to get in 
as quickly as possible. 

● School staff will assist at drop-off and pick-up times to 
ensure student safety.



Area for lining up (pick up for grades TK-3)

● Students will walk in one direction with appropriate spacing between other people. 
● Students will walk in a single file. 

● Teachers names/grade will be placed in 
designated area for students to line up. 

● Designated area will be used for drop 
off and pick up. 

● Kinder class from Ms. Henao will be 
dismissed from the cafeteria.

● Grades 4-5 will walk out of the gate for 
parent pick ups. 



Student Uniforms

● Students are expected to wear school uniforms for the 
2022-2023 school year. Students may wear navy blue polo 
shirts/white polo shirts, and brown or navy blue khaki pants.

● If you need assistance with obtaining a uniform for your 
child/ren, please let the office know and we can help you.

● Students are not allowed to wear jeans on campus. Please 
refrain from wearing drug or gang related clothing items to 
school.
